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Abstract
This study evaluates the effectiveness of early prevention programs against sexual violence, with a focus on increasing understanding and awareness of sexual harassment and how to prevent it. The program involved 40 participants, consisting of elementary school children, parents, and teachers. The evaluation method uses pre-test and post-test to measure changes in participants' knowledge and understanding. The results showed that 95% of the participants experienced a significant improvement in their understanding of sexual harassment and its prevention measures after participating in the program. These findings underscore the importance of comprehensive sexual education and training for parents and teachers as effective strategies in preventing sexual violence. The study concludes that early prevention should be a top priority to create a safe and supportive environment for every individual.
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1. INTRODUCTION
Sexual harassment is a serious problem that affects all levels of society. Many victims do not know how to protect themselves or report the incident. Early prevention is very important to reduce the incidence of sexual harassment, especially among teenagers. Therefore, this community service aims to provide education on early prevention of sexual harassment.
The main objective of this community service program is to increase public awareness and understanding of the dangers of sexual harassment, as well as provide practical skills to prevent and deal with situations that have the potential for harassment. This activity targets teenagers and parents as the main groups who need to get education about preventing sexual harassment. This activity is carried out in schools and communities.
The program is designed with an educational and preventive approach, through several stages, namely counseling, interactive discussions, and case simulations. The material presented includes an introduction to sexual harassment, how to recognize the signs, and preventive measures. The activities are carried out through lecture methods, group discussions, and simulations. The material is delivered by facilitators who have expertise in psychology and law related to sexual violence. The community service was carried out for two months, with the main activities carried out every weekend in several schools and communities spread across region X.
In this modern era, sexual violence remains a serious problem that threatens the well-being and safety of individuals, especially children. Sexual violence not only leaves physical wounds, but also has a long-term impact on the mental and emotional health of victims. Therefore, early prevention is very important to protect children from the risk of sexual violence and its adverse effects. Early prevention of sexual violence involves a variety of strategies, including comprehensive sexual education, training for parents and teachers, and public awareness campaigns. 
Through this approach, it is hoped that children can better understand what sexual violence is and how to protect themselves. In addition, parents and teachers also need to be equipped with knowledge and skills to support children in recognizing and overcoming dangerous situations. This study aims to evaluate the effectiveness of early prevention programs against sexual violence by involving various related parties, such as children, parents, and teachers. Using comprehensive evaluation methods, including pre-test and post-test, this study will measure the improvement of participants' knowledge and awareness after participating in the prevention program. The results of this study are expected to provide useful insights for the development of more effective and sustainable sexual violence prevention strategies.
The Government of Indonesia has declared its commitment to the declaration of A World Fit for Children (WFC) at the 27th United Nations General Assembly Special Session on Children in 2001. Thus, Indonesia is expected to develop a national program for children.  There are 4 main areas that receive special attention in the WFC declaration, namely promoting healthy lives, providing quality education, protecting against abuse, exploitation and violence, and combating HIV/AIDS. The implementation of this program is the National Program for Indonesian Children (PNBAI) until 2015 (PNBAI, 2004).
Accurate data on sexual violence against children is not yet available, as there are not many reported cases of sexual violence against children. This problem is considered a family domestic problem that no one else needs to know. The number of cases recorded in the Yogyakarta Special Region police report in 2002 was only 239 cases and in 2003 as many as 326 cases (Personal Communiqué, June 2006). Most cases cannot be further processed legally due to insufficient evidence or the complaint is retracted by the complainant. A report by the National Commission for Child Protection (Komnas PA) states that 80% of children who experience violence are under 15 years old. Forms of mistreatment of Indonesian children include physical, emotional, social and sexual. The perpetrators of sexual violence against children are generally people known to the child (66%), including their own parents (7.2%).
Sexual violence against children is the coercion, threat or deception of a child in sexual activities. These sexual activities include seeing, groping, penetration (pressure),molestation and rape. The impact of sexual violence on children can be physical, psychological, and social. Physical impact can be in the form of cuts or tears on hymen. Psychological impacts include mental trauma, fear, shame, disappointment and even suicidal thoughts or attempts. Social impacts include cynical treatment from the community around them, fear of being involved in socialization and so on (Orange & Brodwin, 2005). 
The main contributors to sexual abuse in children are maternal problems that occur in mothers including negative and abusive heterosexual relationships (mothers of children who experience sexual violence are usually victims of sexual violence in childhood), lack of maternal attention and ambivalent relationships between mothers and grandmothers (Leifer, Kilbane, Jacobsen & Grossman). Girls experience more sexual violence in the family than boys. Girls are more likely to ask for help than boys (Banyard, Williams & Siegel, 2004).
Based on this study, the purpose of this study is to find the right form of early prevention methods and media to prevent sexual violence in children. This goal was achieved by knowing the opinions of 4th grade elementary school students and students, parents of 4th grade elementary school students and 4th grade elementary school teachers about early prevention of sexual violence in elementary school children in Yogyakarta. In addition, it also knows the opinions of child psychology experts, pediatricians, health anthropologists, socio-logged health logs, law, police and graphic roles about the concept of sexual violence in children and finds the right form of media and methods and in accordance with the material of the early prevention program against sexual violence in children.

2. LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1 Definition and Impact of Sexual Violence
Sexual violence is an act that involves sexual coercion of an individual without their consent. According to the CDC (2022), sexual violence can include many forms, including harassment, rape, and sexual exploitation. The impact of sexual violence is very broad and can include prolonged physical, psychological, and social problems (Greijer & Doek, 2016).


2.2 The Importance of Early Prevention
Early prevention of sexual violence is essential to protect individuals, especially children, from long-lasting negative impacts. Studies show that effective prevention interventions can reduce the risk of sexual violence and increase awareness and knowledge about how to protect yourself (Prevent Child Abuse North Carolina, 2022).

2.3 Sexual Violence Prevention Strategies 
Some of the strategies for preventing sexual violence that have been identified include comprehensive sexual education, training for parents and teachers, and public awareness campaigns. These programs aim to strengthen protective factors and reduce risk factors associated with sexual violence (Solehati et al., 2022).

2.4 Effectiveness of Prevention Programs
Research shows that sexual violence prevention programs that involve a wide range of stakeholders, including children, parents, teachers, and communities, tend to be more effective. Evaluation of these programs showed an increase in knowledge and a significant change in attitudes towards sexual violence (Kewley et al., 2023).



2.5 Recommendations for Improving Prevention Programs
To increase the effectiveness of sexual violence prevention programs, strong collaboration is needed between various parties, including governments, educational institutions, and community organizations. In addition, the use of innovative media that is in line with the times is also important to reach a wider audience (Solehati et al., 2022).

3. METHOD 
3.1 Of the total 40 participants involved in this program, 95% showed an increase in understanding of sexual harassment and how to prevent it. Evaluation was carried out through pre-tests and post-tests given to participants.
3.2 Most participants gave positive responses to the activity. They felt more aware of the importance of preventing sexual harassment and felt more prepared to deal with potentially abusive situations.
3.3 Some of the obstacles faced during the implementation of the activity included limited time in delivering the material and low participation from several communities. However, these obstacles can be overcome by adjusting the schedule and a more personal approach to the community.

3.4 This program has a positive impact in increasing public awareness, especially among teenagers and parents. They become more alert and understand how to protect themselves and their children from potential sexual harassment. 
3.5 Implementation Evaluation Based on the evaluation carried out, this program is considered quite effective in achieving goals. However, there needs to be a follow-up in the form of periodic activities so that the understanding that has been given can continue to be maintained and developed.
4. RESULT AND DISCUSSION
		The results of the questionnaire given to primary school children showed a significant increase in their knowledge and awareness of sexual violence after participating in the prevention program. Previously, many children did not understand what sexual violence is or how to protect themselves. After the program, they are better able to recognize the signs of danger and know the steps to take to protect themselves.
	Parents and teachers who participated in the study also showed an increased understanding of their role in sexual violence prevention. The training provided helps them understand how to talk to children about this sensitive topic and provide the support they need. In addition, they also feel better equipped to identify and deal with potential situations of sexual violence. Data from participatory observations showed that prevention programs involving children, parents, and teachers were effective. The interaction between children and facilitators in prevention activities is very positive and conducive to learning. Children appear to be more open to talking about their concerns and more confident in taking action to protect themselves.
	This research underscores the importance of education and open communication in the prevention of sexual violence. Education about sexual violence needs to start early, with materials that are adapted to the age of children. Open communication between children and adults they trust is key to ensuring that children feel comfortable reporting any form of violence or abuse they experience.

Hopefully this activity can provide real benefits to the community.
