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Abstract
The development of ICT-based English materials (Information and Communication Technology) is an innovative approach in learning English for children at the PCIM Da'wah House Kuala Lumpur. This research aims to design and implement interactive and interesting English learning materials for EYL teachers by utilizing digital technology. The methods used include the integration of technology tools such as interactive learning applications, educational games, learning videos, and other online resources to improve the English skills of EYL teachers. The results show that the use of ICT in English teaching can significantly increase the motivation, engagement, and learning achievement of EYL teachers. The materials developed succeeded in creating a fun and effective learning environment, thus supporting the development of English skills in children at the PCIM Kuala Lumpur Da'wah House.









1. INTRODUCTION
Community service activities (PKM) were carried out on Saturday, December 9, 2023. This PkM is in the form of a training event for teachers of learning studios under the auspices of the PCIM Malaysia Da'wah House, with the theme "ICT Based Englis Material Development for EYL (English for Young Learners) Teachers". The PKM training activity was attended by 25 learning studio teachers consisting of volunteers from the Muhammadiyah Da'wah House Malaysia. These teachers do not have a formal education background as teachers, so this training opportunity is very beneficial for them.
This activity was carried out for one day and received a positive response from the leaders of the Muhammadiyah Malaysia da'wah house and volunteer teachers at the learning studio. Studio administrators and existing students. This trainer is able to improve the knowledge and competence of volunteer teachers in teaching English in the learning studios they patronize. This activity is expected to be carried out regularly every year. There are 3 presenters in this PkM, namely: Dr. Gusti Nur Haffah, M.Pd., Ari Setyorini, M.A., M.A., and Sofi Yuniantri, S.S, M.Pd.
In today's digital era, the use of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) has become an integral part of various aspects of life, including education. The use of ICT in English for kids learning (EYL) offers a variety of benefits, such as increasing student engagement, enriching the learning experience, and facilitating access to diverse resources. Rumah Dakwah PCIM Kuala Lumpur, as an educational institution committed to providing quality education, recognizes the importance of ICT integration in the English learning process for children.
This research aims to design and implement interactive and interesting ICT-based English learning materials for EYL teachers at the PCIM Kuala Lumpur Da'wah House. By utilizing digital technology, it is hoped that the materials developed can improve the English skills of EYL teachers and provide a more enjoyable and effective learning experience for children.
In the contemporary world of rapid developments in technology and in the nature of literacy practices, the relationship between English and ICT within the school curriculum lies at the heart of current educational debates. The debate brings together arguments over the nature of each of these subjects and their presentation within the curriculum, as well as discussions about the purpose, priorities and future of the education system itself. In spite of this, it is only in the last few years that practitioners, theorists, and researchers have begun to pay serious attention to the challenges and opportunities that new technology presents for EFL teachers and English teaching (Lankshear and Knobel, 2003a; Andrews, 2004).
This paper examines issues involved in the complex and changing relationship between ICT and ELT and their implications for classroom teaching. The EFL teachers/learners enter teacher education with a wide range of experiences and levels of expertise in ICT. The aim is to enable all EFL teachers/learners to be aware of these important issues and have the skills, knowledge and critical understanding to respond confidently and positively to the opportunities presented by ICT in their present and future teaching of English. The paper therefore begins with an analysis of the changing nature of literacy in the light of current developments in technology. Then, They explore different interpretations of the role of ICT in the teaching of English. This leads into consideration of implications for ICT in meeting EFL learners/teachers‟ needs and particular issues for teacher educators.

2. LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1 The Concept and definition of ICT project
	The breakthrough of Information and Communication Technologies (ICTs) has utterly shaped our modern life. These different tools are now able to work together, and combine to form our `networked world' a massive infrastructure of interconnected telephone services, standardized computing hardware, the internet, radio and television, which reaches into every corner of the globe‟.
	The ICTs are potentially more open, affordable to be owned and operated by schools, universities, private institutions, or even by individuals, who can control the process according to the one's own needs and wants for better controlled outcome and quality

2.2 The use of ICT in EYL Classroom
	The use of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) in English language learning has become an increasingly popular topic among educators and researchers. ICT provides a variety of advantages in the learning process, including increasing student engagement, enriching the learning experience, and facilitating access to diverse resources. Research by Muthmainnah et al. (2022) shows that the use of ICT in English language teaching can improve student skills through the use of social media, learning apps, and virtual technology.

2.3 The application of ICT in EYL Classroom
No doubt, motivation is the cornerstone in the process of acquiring or learning a foreign language; therefore, EFL learners usually have a positive attitude toward computers. Even though, the modern technologies are double-edged sword, their advantages are acknowledgeable over its pitfalls. No doubt, they have significant, positive impacts on ELT, the following are some them:
a. Availability of the Materials
ICTs are very stimulating because of the availability of the learning materials whether it is computer-based, in the web or on CDs; therefore, the EFL learners can learn at his own pace with a very patient tutor (the machine). Meanwhile, the use of online telecommunications for teaching and learning via the computer in the classroom across the world will consolidate the improvement of different academic skills. The availability of images, animation, audio and video clips they help much more in presenting and practicing new language.
b. The EFL learners Attitudes
ICTs have positive effects on the EFL learners attitudes toward the language teaching and learning. The learners felt more successful in school, were more motivated to learn and have increased self-confidence and selfesteem when using computer-based instruction. This was particularly true when the technology allowed learners to control their own learning.
c. Multifaceted Tools
No doubt, (ICTs) could successfully contribute to two ends: creating a blend of classroom materials and delivering those materials in multiple ways. They facilitate different activities such as testing, doing exercises and performing different pedagogical tasks or games.
3. METHOD
This research uses a research and development (R&D) method which includes the stage of needs analysis, material design, development of teaching materials, testing and evaluation, as well as revision and implementation. The first stage involves collecting data through surveys and  intervie
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ws with teachers and students to identify ICT-based learning needs. After that, learning materials are designed and developed using various digital technologies such as learning applications, educational games, and learning videos. The trial was carried out at the PCIM Da'wah House Kuala Lumpur to evaluate the effectiveness of the material, then revisions were made based on the feedback obtained before full implementation. 4. RESULT AND DISCUSSION
The application of information and communication technology (ICT) in English language learning for early childhood (EYL) at the PCIM Da'wah House Kuala Lumpur has shown significant results in improving teaching effectiveness and student engagement. Based on the needs analysis carried out, it was found that teachers and students need interactive and easily accessible learning materials. The development of ICT-based materials such as learning applications, educational games, and interactive videos provides solutions that suit these needs.


The material developed has been tested in several classes at the PCIM Da'wah House Kuala Lumpur and the results show an increase in student motivation and participation in learning English. Teachers reported that the use of digital technology makes it easier to deliver material and makes the teaching and learning process more dynamic and enjoyable. In addition, students also showed improvement in their understanding of concepts and English language skills.
The implementation of ICT also provides additional advantages such as access to a wider range of learning resources and the ability to monitor student learning progress more effectively. This is in line with the findings of previous research which stated that the use of technology in education can improve learning outcomes and student engagement (Muthmainnah et al., 2022; Yamin, 2023).
However, the application of ICT in learning is not separated from challenges. Some teachers expressed difficulty in adapting to new technologies and needed additional training to optimize their use. In addition, access to technological devices and stable internet connectivity are also obstacles that need to be overcome.
Overall, the development of ICT-based English materials for EYL teachers at the PCIM Da'wah House Kuala Lumpur shows great potential in improving the quality of English education. With the right support, the use of ICT can help create a more effective and inclusive learning environment.
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5. CONCLUSION
Research on the development of ICT-based English materials for EYL teachers at the PCIM Da'wah House Kuala Lumpur shows that the integration of technology in learning provides significant benefits in improving teaching effectiveness and student engagement. Materials designed by utilizing learning applications, educational games, and learning videos are proven to be able to increase students' motivation and understanding of English. 
Teachers reported that the use of digital technology makes it easier to deliver material and makes the teaching and learning process more dynamic and enjoyable. However, there are challenges in teachers' self-adjustment to new technology and limited access to technological devices and internet connectivity. Appropriate support, additional training, and increased access to technology are needed to optimize the use of ICT in English language learning at the PCIM Kuala Lumpur Da'wah House.
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
